The Sign of the Cross: a traditional prelude to prayer, is a form of self-blessing with
strong baptismal overtones: in the rite of Christian initiation a person is signed with
the cross since all salvation comes through the victorious cross of Christ. Moreover,
every Christian has been baptized in the name of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.
The community at worship is first and foremost a baptismal community.

The Greeting at the beginning of Mass: The greeting “expresses the presence of the
Lord to the assembled community”. Since the Lord is present in the community and
in its members, the “greeting and the people’s response manifest the mystery of the
Church that is gathered together”.
