Theme 3  :  Prayerful  and  Eucharistic 
 

Participants deeply treasured the Eucharist and the sacramental and liturgical 
life of the Church.  There was a call for stronger and more engaging preaching, 
with an emphasis on the Word of God and connection to daily life, some seeking 
a uniquely Australian expression of prayer and Eucharistic celebration, drawing 
from the wisdom and rituals of the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people 
and also bringing together the many migrant communities which make up the 
Church in Australia.  There were many divergent expressions of ways in which 
people and communities encounter God through their experiences of prayer, 
music and liturgy and a desire for catechesis, training and formation for those in 
ministries related to these.
