SOCIAL JUSTICE GROUP FINANCIAL REPORT 2019 

Thanks to the generosity of Parishioners, their friends and family, a sum 
of $20,352.00 was raised by the Social Justice Group. The major income 

was derived from the Parish raffle: $7,460. The Christmas appeal: $5,750 
The Stephen Gravina fund raising run: $5,740. Coffee sales $2,660 and 

various smaller individual donations. 
The major expenditure $8,120 was for education, paying wages of two 
teachers and subsidising the tertiary fees of three students.  The      

Christmas appeal money provided for small parcels of food and      
household goods that were packed as a gift and distributed by the     
Dominican Sisters. An amount of $7,330 was spent using local labour to 

provide a much needed filtered water system to the local community.
